At the time of this writing, one of our Sunday school class-
rooms looks like a warehouse full of school supplies.  Our next task is to put the packs together and put them in the 
shipping boxes.  Although we couldn’t put any Bibles or materials in the packs, I believe that God is perfectly able to 
communicate our Christian love to the children who will receive the school supplies.  This “surge” of love is the best 
way to win the war that we are waging against those who hate America and Christians. 
 
Many of you will be approached by members of the Nominating Committee in the next few days.  Their job is to re-
cruit the volunteer leadership for our church for the coming church year.  If you aren’t sure about your place of service 
right now, please tell them to give you some time to pray.  Then pray!  Don’t wait to be approached if you already 
know where God wants to use you.  Go to them and tell them what you want to do in service this year.  Then when you 
are in that place of service, be consistent.  Show your commitment by being present and prepared to do whatever you 
have agreed to do.  Please help us to avoid the frustration of having to scurry around at the last minute to find someone 
to fill in for an absent teacher or leader time after time. 
 
Speaking of frustration……probably the most difficult place to have fully staffed is the Nursery on Wednesday and 
Sunday nights.  Please help Leigh Ann to develop a full list of volunteers to help with these two nights. We have sev-
eral wonderful children of nursery age and their parents deserve the opportunity to worship with adults.  If enough will 
volunteer, no one person should have to be in the nursery all the time.  Your eagerness to care for these children will go 
a long way in showing those parents that you really love them and value them as a part of our church.  Remember, 
when the Nursery and the Children’s Department are empty, the church itself is beginning to die!  Let’s make sure that 
doesn’t happen here at First Baptist.
