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 I don’t think that I have to tell any of you that February has been a month of record-setting cold!  Even so, there is evi-
dence that plenty of heat is being generated around here because FBC Rochelle is a church “on fire” for the Lord. 
 
I’m writing this article on Friday before our Ladies Conference on Saturday and I want you to know that the activity 
around the church has been hectic for several days as we prepare for the 200+ women who have registered for this con-
ference.  I know that Mary Cox and Barbara Curnutt will inspire all those in attendance to new heights in ministry and 
missions.  I want to thank the Steering Committee that has worked so hard to put this event together as well as all of 
the volunteers from the church who make it happen.  I can’t think of a better way to end the month of February than 
with the excitement that this conference generates. 
 
We experienced another great moment in ministry on Monday, Feb. 22, when the Bread of Life Food Ministry had the 
third distribution of food to our community.  One hundred and sixty two families were served through the efforts of 
those involved in this great ministry.  Ginny Clack has taken the responsibility of coordinating FBC’s involvement in 
the food ministry and we are now approved as an agency of the Food Bank of Central Georgia.  This means that we can 
expand our ministry beyond the 100 boxes to which we had been limited.  We will not have to ask for food donations 
again, but we welcome your financial support of this ministry.  We also welcome your help during the sign-up and in 
the distribution of the food.  We began a prayer ministry during the distribution this month and God has greatly blessed 
us as well as those who asked for prayer.  You may not be able to carry those heavy boxes of food, but you can carry 
some heavy spiritual burdens to the Lord as you pray with these people! 
 
Please let me say something on a personal note concerning the food distribution.  The boxes that we distribute from the 
established ministry cost us the total of one dollar each!  Several churches in our area have agreed to sponsor the 
$100.00 dollar cost on a rotating schedule.  One dollar is really an insignificant amount in today’s economy!  I hope 
that each of you will withhold your judgment about the qualifications of those who receive the food.  So what if some-
one drives a better car than you or even if you think that you know something about their financial circumstances?  
One dollar will not send us into bankruptcy and there may be circumstances in that family of which you are not aware.  
Please heed the advice that James gives us in his letter in the New Testament when he says, “Even so the tongue is a 
little member, and boasteth great things. Behold how great a matter a little fire kindleth!”  (James 3:5)  We are here to 
minister.  Let God do the judging of the intent of the heart. 
 
The work on the Ministry Center is progressing.  The church in conference has allocated an amount to be used in the 
repairs needed to bring the building up to the minimum standards for our use.  There will be opportunities for some of 
you to use your talents in painting and construction on the interior of the building as those we have hired complete their 
work on the exterior and with the wiring.  We should be able to begin some of that work near the end of March or the 
beginning of April.  Get your tools and paintbrushes ready!
